In 2012, we intend to increase our follow-up with ministry heads in
order to reach new volunteers for quicker training as well as increase our follow-up with those who have been
trained but just need a little nudge to keep up with the continuing education portion of the Program. Hearing the
news stories in the past year alone should inspire a commitment towards awareness and prevention in all of us.

The community of St. Francis experienced a multitude of successes and positive
results in our missions of outreach, education, and in the preparation of beautiful and '
meaningful liturgies. Many, many people went out of their way to selflessly provide assistance and monetary
sacrificesd often on short noticed but as always, the one common thread expressed by our ministry leaders is
the need and encouragement for more volunteer ministers to become actively and fully-engaged in parish
activities. In your quest this new year for greater spiritual growth, please consider joining one of our many and
varied groups.
